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English  
Literacy work based on two texts, I was there Viking Invasion by Stuart Hill and 

Matilda by Roald Dahl.  Both texts explore the themes of families, friends and 

bravery. The writing focus for pupils is to use prefixes, adverbs, adjectives and 

paragraphs in their writing. Matilda will introduce the children to a wide range of 

vocabulary, while the Viking Invasion teaches us about how the Vikings came to 

Britain and what it was like for those already living here. 

 

 

 

 

History 

This term pupils will be learning about The Vikings and Anglo-Saxons.

 Taking part in a Viking Day and visiting the Leather Museum to create a Viking 

Purse. 

 Explore Viking runes and write messages using them. 

 

Science  

We will focus on light, learning 

about and exploring reflections, 

mirrors and shadows. 

We will also learn about plants, how 

plants develop, the different parts 

of plants and how to keep plants 

alive.

During the Spring term, the pupils 

will focus on using the 

chromebooks to access different 

online platforms. They will create a 

slides document about the Vikings 

adding images, transitions and 

different effects.  

    Art/ D& T 

Within Art, the pupils will create a 

painting of a Viking Ship after 

exploring the artist David 

Hockney. Looking at his work and 

practising similar techniques. 

Geography 

Pupils will be focusing on being able to 

identify different parts of the British Isles.  

They will learn where the Vikings invaded 

and settled and how the Vikings and 

Anglo-Saxons changed and used the land.

In French, the pupils will learn how to talk 

about their home and town. While also 

learning how to say different animals, food 

and the calendar.
